Malcom Kipe, other wise known as Skyler McGlothlin, is a producer / song writer based in Austin, Texas. In his college years at the University of North Texas is where he truly began to develop his chops, studying Alto sax and later moving into Advanced Audio and Multimedia studies.  McGlothlin first came onto the music scene as Nautilis with Coldcut’s Re:Volution, Space Journey Nautilis Remix from Ninja Tune Records, released in 2001.  Later in 2001 he released material on Mu-ziq’s London based label, Planet-Mu Records. His output there included: ‘Marufo’ (7” – date:12/01), ‘Sketches Vol.1’ (LP”- date:02/02), ‘Are You An Axolotl’ (CD/2xLP date:04/02), and ‘Sketches’ (CD date:06/02).  These projects primarily consist of IDM created within the years 2000-2001.  

He took a short break after those releases and then over the past 2 years he has strongly focused on his hip hop production.  He bought an mpc, started making beats, and made an album entitled ‘Breakspiracy Theories’ (released on Miami’s Merck Records in April 2005).  The album is 19 tracks of continuous hip hop and down tempo beats that mixes sample based production with analog syths, drums, guitars and other instruments.
Skyler McGlothlin currently has albums released with Merck (Miami) and Planet-Mu Records (London).  Singles and remixes can be found on Ninja Tune Records, Rephlex Records, Systorm Technologies, Imputor, and Coredump Records. Along with his record label releases, he has the occasional free lance project and has been commissioned to do several national spots for ESPN / Houston Rockets, and more than enough local and regional material to fill a resume.
