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Narita Records is a new venture between Merck Records (Miami) and Baked Goods Distribution (UK) that debuted in the summer of 2004. In early 2003 Merck started to receive a lot of material in the 4/4 techno vein from some of their artists, specifically one of their newer artists Adam Johnson. At the time there weren’t any means to start a sub-label so they just stuck the tracks on his debut full length CD.  Over the course of the year they finally found a great partner for Narita with the highly regarded Manchester/UK distribution house Baked Goods.

Accordingly the first 12” contains the original tracks by Adam Johnson that inspired the imprint to begin with. The second 12” is by a favorite IDM artist of theirs, Eight Frozen Modules, releasing under one of his techno aliases, [a]pendics shuffle. The third is a compilation 12” entitled “Terminal 1”, of newer and older sounding UK techno featuring some new talent under the names: Yard, Aii, Arctic Hospital and Arne Weinberg. The fourth 12”, a pile of crisp and cold tracks by Arctic Hospital, who was already hailed for his slick Terminal 1 contribution. The fifth, a slew of gritty and dirty tracks by Yard who was also hailed for his slick Terminal 1 floor-filler, and the sixth a precise dark techno workout by Sweden’s Anders Ilar.
With the label they hope to bring forth a range of music with nods to some of their favorite techno labels: Chain Reaction, Basic Channel, Kompakt, B12, ART, Force Inc. and so on. They hope to expose new material from a variety of artists as they did previously with Merck. As well as feature tracks by Merck stalwarts: Tstewart aka Machinedrum, Aii aka Secede, Adam Johnson and more. They also plan several compilation 12”s focusing on newer and unexposed talent, as well as a few cds here and there. Definitely a label to keep an eye on for the remainder of 2005 and on into 2006.
