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"Urban Biology" by Machine Drum is his second album to delve into the realms of fusing the cutting edge loveliness and warmth of idm, with chopped up vocals and hard hitting hiphop beats. 12 tracks (3 of the ambient interludes were left exclusive to the cd) that took a year and a half to craft and whos composition is strict head nod and a small smattering of the genre’s trademark cutup vocal sounds. This double vinyl album is more chilled out than his previous releases, but still gets people moving and enhances any urban experience. 

Limited to 2000 with a small portion being on colored vinyl.
